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GRANT GUIDELINES
Sexual Health & Well Being Fund 
Funding for the Sexual Health and Well Being grant programme has been provided by Liverpool PCT. This funding was secured from proceeds of the work of clinicians from Abacus, who support the vision of community groups developing projects to improve sexual health and well being.

The fund seeks to support projects which meet one or more of the following aims;

· A reduction in the under-18 conception rate
· Increased access to sexual health services for young people

· Increased access to contraception, particularly long acting reversible contraception and access through non-health settings

· Increase in the number of u25s accepting Chlamydia screening 


In order to be eligible for funding your group must;
· Be based in the area covered by Liverpool PCT, or be able to prove that 95% or more of the beneficiaries of your proposed project are from this area
· Have a formal constitution or governing document in the name of the group

· Be connected with or meeting the needs of the local community and be able to evidence this
NB: In addition, groups applying must be able to demonstrate the links or partnership working that they are undertaking with the contraception and sexual health agencies in Liverpool or with agencies working with teenage parents.  Suggested agencies include:

Grants of up to £2000 are available. Please note that in exceptional circumstances, grants of a larger size may be awarded.

In order to receive an award from the Liverpool PCT grant programme you must support one or more of the aims outlined above. The expectation is that grants will primarily fund direct project costs such as (but not exclusive to);

- Sex and Relationships Education (SRE) programmes for young people, aged 13-19, particularly vulnerable young people, and including young parents
- Sexual Health Training for professionals working with vulnerable groups, particularly young people, and young adults up to the aged of 25
- SRE / awareness raising for parents and carers of young people aged 13-19
- Projects / initiatives that support some of the broader factors associated with poor sexual health and early parenthood - i.e. drugs and alcohol, learning difficulties / disabilities, domestic violence, and mental health & well-being
- Projects / initiatives that support a reduction in second/repeat unplanned conceptions among under-18s
- Projects / initiatives to support increased access to contraceptive services; uptake of LARC - Long Acting Reversible Contraception; and uptake of Chlamydia screening
- Projects / initiatives supporting stakeholder engagement / consultation / research around sexual health & relationships 

The following types of organisation cannot be supported via the fund;

· Statutory organisations or work that is their responsibility

· Regional or local offices of a national organisation which are not separately and independently constituted and registered. Organisations will be regarded as a local “branch” and be ineligible where they receive core funding from a national body to which they are affiliated
· Organisations that are for the sole benefit or relief of animals or plants

· Organisations that do not have a physical local presence, for example a purely digital service provider

· Organisations that consist of only one family

· Individuals 

The following activities/items cannot be supported via the fund;

· Bank debit charges, legal fees, fines or costs arising from legal action
· Buying land or property
· Venture capital, loan or guarantee funds
· Activities that have already taken place before we offer you a grant
· Promotion of exclusively political or religious activities
· Purely commercial ventures or projects that result in personal financial gain
· Projects where the main beneficiaries are animals or plants
· Reclaimable VAT
· Travel outside the UK
· Gifts or projects exclusively for the purpose of entertaining
· Duplicate activities i.e. something already being delivered by another group in your area
This list is neither exclusive nor exhaustive - if you are unsure if elements of your project may be excluded please contact the Community Foundation for Merseyside using the contact details overleaf for help

When you apply to the fund, your application will initially be reviewed internally by Community Foundation for Merseyside (CFM) staff, to ensure that you have answered all the questions, and submitted all supporting documents. We will also ensure that you have satisfied the minimum eligibility for the fund. Please note that only complete applications, with all necessary documents received, will be processed.

Your application will then be appraised in full by CFM staff. Where necessary groups will be contacted via telephone or will receive a site visit and finally a decision making panel will make a recommendation on the applications.

Timescales:

Please contact the Community Foundation Grants Team for up to date deadline and panel dates. 
Unsuccessful applicants will receive a letter detailing the reasons for their application being rejected and will be invited to apply again to this or another Foundation administered programme where appropriate.

Return a signed completed grant application form ensuring that the documents listed below are also included.
If you have received the form via email you may return electronic versions of the documents listed below if they include e-signatures (scanned or otherwise). You must include the following:
1. A signed copy of the group’s rules or constitution. 
2. A signed copy of the group’s latest annual accounts or income/expenditure document

3. A copy of a recent bank statement in the name of the group.
4. A signed copy of the group’s current Child Protection Policy (if the project includes one to one working with young people under 19) or Vulnerable Adults Policy. All applicants must ensure that they have relevant policies and procedures in place to undertake activities, such as Criminal Records Bureau checks and/or a health and safety policy, depending on proposed activity.
